Our History

School of the Nations was established as a place where children from different
countries of diverse backgrounds could build a learning community where they could
learn to live peacefully together as “world citizens” in a safe, healthy, happy
environment while excelling academically through a challenging, college-
preparatory curriculum enriched by values and ethics. Our Founders’ vision became
reality on September 1, 1980.

The school opened with only 17 students and three rented classrooms in the recently
built Independent British Institute (IBl). By 1981, the School had grown to 37
students, and classrooms occupied an entire wing of the Presbyterian Institute in
Lago Sul, Brasilia. Over the next three years, School of the Nations would grow to
serve nearly 100 students. In August 1987, the School, with its 140 students, moved
to its current location, on a beautiful campus in a peaceful neighborhood in Brasilia.
In 2002, we inaugurated our second campus, just across from the first, to host our
Early Childhood Education program for students from 2 to 6. Our community and
school continue to grow. Today, School of the Nations educates over 700 students.

Nossa Historia

A Escola das Nacgoes foi definida como um local em que criangas de diferentes
paises e culturas fariam parte de uma comunidade de aprendizagem onde poderiam
viver juntas, pacificamente como cidadds do mundo, em um ambiente seguro,
sauddvel e feliz, enquanto receberiam educacdo de exceléncia baseada em um
curriculo desafiador e preparatdrio para faculdades e, ao mesmo tempo, enriquecido
de valores e de ética. A visdo de nossos fundadores se tornou realidade no dia 1° de
setembro de 1980.

A Escola foi inaugurada com apenas 17 alunos e trés salas alugadas no entdo
recém-construido Instituto Britanico Independente (IBl). Em 1981, jd havia crescido
para 37 alunos, e as salas de aula ocupavam uma ala inteira do Instituto
Presbiteriano no Lago Sul. Nos trés anos seguintes, a Escola das Nacodes cresceu a
ponto de atender a 100 estudantes. Em agosto de 1987, com 140 alunos, mudou-se
para o endereco atual, um lindo campus em um bairro tranquilo de Brasilia. Em
2002, foi inaugurado o segundo campus, do outro lado da rua, para implantar o
programa da Educacgdo Infantil, com alunos de 2 a 6 anos. A comunidade continua a
crescer. Hoje, a Escola das Nagoes educa mais de 700 alunos. Clique aqui para ver
nossa filosofia.
